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ACIJLP condemns those crimes committed by the Rapid Support Forces against unarmed civilians, which amount to crimes against humanity and murder as a crime of genocide in accordance with the provisions of the Rome Statute that established the International Criminal Court. The center calls on the ICC prosecutor to quickly conduct investigations and collect evidences in these committed crimes. It also calls on the international community to assume its responsibilities towards ensuring the protection of civilians during armed conflicts, and to work to respect the provisions of international humanitarian law and international human rights law.

The Arab Center for Independence of the Judiciary & Legal Profession (ACIJLP) expresses its deep concern at the continuation of Sudanese Rapid Support Forces (RSF) most serious crimes, along with their allied militias, in Al Junayna, West Darfur, leaving behind hundreds of victims, let alone thousands of displaced citizens. Still, the situation continues amid international silence and moves that barely recognize the elephant in the room, of meets with crisis scale represented in violations of the provisions of international humanitarian law and international human rights law.


On Saturday morning, the 27th of May 2023, groups affiliated to Sudanese RSF shot dead five members of one family, named as follows:
